CHINA'S POWER WOES look
set to intensify as coal prices
rose to a record on Monday fol-
lowing data showing supply of

the fuel fell in September,
adding to concerns that domes-
tic output may be unable to
meet surging electric genera-
tion demand.

Domestic coal shortage has
driven fuel prices for Chinese
power generators higher, caus-
ing the unprofitable companies
to ration power to industrial
users.That has forced some fac-
tories to suspend production,
disrupting global supply chains.

China, also the world’s
biggest energy consumer, has
enacted measures to increase
the output of coal, which fuels
nearly 60% of its power plants,
but government data on Mon-
day showed that those steps will
take time even as power de-
mand surges to meet post-
Covid-19 industrial needs.

Coal output in China was
334.1 million tonne last month,
down from 335.24 million
tonne in Augustand 0.9% lower
from a year earlier, data from
the National Bureau of Statistics

(NBS) data showed.

September output averaged
11.14 million tonne a day, ac-
cording to Reuters calculations
based on the data.

The National Energy Admin-
istration (NEA) last week said
current daily output has
climbed to over 11.2 million
tonne, underscoring the slow
pace of bringing meaningful
supplies to market.

“The Chinese government is
losing the battle to control soar-
ing coal prices,” said Alex Whit-
worth, head of Asia Pacific
Power and Renewables Re-
search at Wood Mackenzie.“De-
spite efforts to increase coal
supply,output fell in September
due toweather,safety and logis-
tics challenges. Neither has
China succeeded in reining in
booming power demand.”

The NEA also reported Sept.
electricity consumption rose
6.8% from a year ago and is up
12.99% forthefirst nine months
of theyear. — REUTERS

5 US lawmakers accuse
Amazon execs, Bezos of
possibly lying to Congress

FIVE MEMBERS OF the US
House Judiciary committee
wrote to Amazon’s chief execu-
tive on Sunday,and accused the
company’s top executives, in-
cluding founder Jeff Bezos, of ei-
ther misleading Congress or
possibly lying to it about Ama-
zon’s business practices.

Theletteralsostates that the
committee is considering
“whether a referral of this mat-
tertothe Department of Justice
for criminal investigation is ap-
propriate”.

Addressed to Amazon CEO
Andy Jassy, the letter followed a
Reuters last week that showed
that the company had con-
ducted a systematic campaign
of copying products and rigging
search results in India to boost
sales of its own brands — prac-
ticesAmazon hasdenied engag-
ing in.Jassy,a long-time Ama-
zon executive, succeeded Bezos
inJuly.

The letter states that “credi-
ble reporting” in the Reuters
story and recent articles in sev-
eral other news outlets “directly
contradicts the sworn testi-
mony and representations of
Amazon’s top executives — in-
cluding former CEO Jeffrey Be-
zos”.

“At best, this reporting con-
firms that Amazon’s represen-
tatives misled the Committee.
At worst, it demonstrates that
they may have lied to Congress
in possible violation of federal
criminal law, the letter states.

In response, an Amazon
spokesperson issued a state-
ment that said: “Amazon and its
executives did not mislead the
committee,and we have denied
and sought to correct the record
ontheinaccurate mediaarticles
in question.”

It added: “As we have previ-
ously stated,we have an internal
policy, which goes beyond that
of anyotherretailer’s policy that
we’re aware of, that prohibits
the use of individual seller data
